For programmers who wish to continue developing in build 509

[NOTE: MetaQuotes assure us that .ex4 files compiled on build 509 will run 'as is', and without any problems, on build 600.]

Proceed as follows: 

Create a folder on your hard disk named something like MetaEditor build 509
and unzip the contents of the attached zip file, as is, into it. (It's better to create the folder outside of Program Files, to avoid any Windows file writing restrictions).

Then:
--- Copy any indicators (like My_Indicator.mq4) that you want to compile in build 509 into the MetaEditor build 509/experts/indicators folder.
--- Copy any scripts (like My_Script.mq4) that you want to compile in build 509 into the MetaEditor build 509/experts/scripts folder.
--- Copy any EAs (like My_EA.mq4) that you want to compile in build 509 into the MetaEditor build 509/experts folder.

Now go to the MetaEditor build 509 folder and run program metaeditor.exe
(This will load the MetaEditor/compiler for build 509 — it should look very familiar 
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)

As usual, press Ctrl-D and the Navigator will appear at the right of the screen, allowing you to select the indicator/script/EA that you wish to edit and compile. Then, load that indicator/script/EA, type in your desired code changes, and then press the F5 key (or click the 'Compile' button) to compile it. (If it previously compiled without errors, then since this is the build 509 compiler, it should compile without errors once again. )

MetaQuotes assure us that .ex4 files compiled on build 509 will run 'as is', and without any problems, on build 600. Hence you simply find the .ex4 file in either the indicators, scripts or experts folder (this will be the same folder that you copied the .mq4 file into), and copy it to the new location (folder) is, i.e. where MT4 build 600 expects to find the indicator/script/EA. The video in Wab's link (see post #105) should answer any questions. Copy only the .ex4 file, NOT the .mq4

If it's a new indicator/script/EA, then you'll need to restart MT4 build 600, in order for it to be recognized. Otherwise, simply delete (de-attach) the indicator/EA from the chart, and re-attach it, so that MT4 loads the new version.

See my prior post here for more info.

I'm currently using a solution very similar to that described by Dr Phoenix in post #64.

I have two instances of MT4 in separate folders, one is build 509 (which I restored from an old backup); and the other I've allowed to upgrade to build 600. I do all of my coding and compiling on build 509, and then copy the EX4 file to the new folder location** in build 600, to test the result. Then I simply delete (de-attach) the indy/EA from the chart, and re-attach it so that MT4 (build 600) picks up the new version of the EX4.

It's a cumbersome solution, but it's much better than having to re-code all of my indys/EAs to make them compatible with with the new programming language (which is an inescapable part of build 600).

Two important points:

1. Do NOT run terminal.exe in the build 509 copy, as this may cause it to update to build 600. Simply run the MetaEditor.exe app (it's in the parent MT4 folder, along with terminal.exe) directly, to load the editor/compiler.

2. Do NOT copy the MQ4 source files to build 600, as they will compile with errors whenever MT4 is restarted. Copy the EX4 files only.
