Bearish / Lower Trend

• STH will be protected until we reach an ITL

STL

• Swing Low followed by an FVG

Bullish / Higher Trend

• STL will be protected until we reach an ITH

STH / STL

Price is always moving towards a PD Array, it’s our job to 
find out which PD Array is next.
