Hi,
Ok, I have wirtten an indicator based on Drummond Geometry. It is called the PLDot. That stands for Point and line dot.

I am including an article from one of my trading books which explains a little of how th PLDot works. 

I use it in a different manner that that though. The white dot that appears on the chart is always to the right of the active bar. So the dot that is on the active bar is set in stone. This is improtant, because we do not want the dot to repaint while we are making decisions based on it. 

I use this dot to determine when to exit a trade. The way I do this, is if you will look in the uuper left hand corner of the chart, you will see two numbers. Each number can be either negative or positive. The idea is if the trade is a long trade, you want to stay in the trade as long as the dots are getting futher aprat from each other. Same is true if the trend is down and you are short. This will be represented by a larger number to the right of the one in the left corner. Also notice the color of the numbers. If the colorof the right hand number is blue, that means the dots are getting further apart. (whether the trend is up and you are long or the trend is down and you are short).

If the color of the right hand number is Magenta, that means the dots are getting closer together. This is the time at the close of the current bar that the trade should be exited. 

With the ACD system I have been doing this on a 15 minute chart, for maximum sensitivity. You could easly use a 30 minute chart, but I think a 5 minute would get you out when you should have stayed in. You could experiment with different time frames and see what you think is best for you.

There is a money management calculator built into this indicator. You can input you stoploss in pips and your percent of account you are willing to risk and it will print on the screen how many lots you can buy. It looks at your account balance. If you are not trading with MT4, this feature is not necessary and you can ignore it. 

The way I have been determining if the GBPJPY is going to trend or is going to range for the day is; I have Bloomberg TV on my computer the entire time I am trading. I have noticed there is a direct correlation with the trend of the futures for the DOW and the SP500 and the NASDAQ. If the prices are generally 1% or more higher on these futuers, the GBPJPY will start to trend upward. If these futures are down 1% or more for the London session, the GBPJPY will begin to trend downwards. If the Futures are not at least 1% up or down, the GBPJPY will usually range trade. Now sometimes I have noticed that of course news events from Japan or UK can cause trends that were not seen in the futures.

This site also lists the future prices for these indexes as well seperately if you do not want to have the TV running I like to have it running, because they will tell you about changes, like last week the ISM came out an hour early and Bloomberg TV announced that fact before hand so I was prepared. 

It is not necessary to have a live feed for these futures, the delayed feed is fine, because you are just using the % of increase or decrease as a proxy for what will happen in the GJ. Notice that the futures will start moving and then the GJ will start moving. This is because I believe that the mony for the moves are flowing from the funding currency, (in this case JPY) to the purchasing currency (GBP) Because the usa market is closed, the purchases of the Dow and sp500 and NASDAQ futures are done in pounds more, because that is the market that is open. This is my theory anyway, for what it is worth LOL 
I think that about covers it. If you have question let me know .I hope this helps you. I have done pretty well with this approach.
