Introduction

This EA is an ongoing attempt to turn the “Key to the Mint” system found in this thread on Forex Factory into a profitable EA.  The EA is not an attempt to totally automate the system but to provide signals and/or enter and exit trades.  Manual trade management and looking at the charts, etc. should not be completely ignored.  

Also, I have tried pretty hard to keep the EA honest to the original system.  Even where there are some parameters that allow you to tweak it to do some different things, the defaults are meant to model the original system.

Lastly, I am pretty new to the system so I may not have all the rules just right.  We’re already at v5 due to this.  Any additional input is welcomed.  If you do make suggestions, please make clear whether it is part of the original system that I have wrong, or an enhancement that you use / would like to see.

Parameters

EA Config Section
CommentString: I use this instead of MagicNumber. I find it easier to separate out trades that way.

SignalMail: EA will email you using your MT4 settings when it opens a trade. If you only want signals and do not want the EA to place trades for you, turn this on and disable "Allow Live Trading"

SignalMailAllSignals: If SignalMail is also true, this means you will get the email for all signals, whether MaxTradesDaily is met or not.

UseHourTrade: if false, will trade whenever EA is active. When true, uses FromHourTrade and ToHourTrade to only open trades between those times GMT. Note this is limited in that it has to be within the same day. So you couldn't do 21GMT - 3GMT for example.

Verbose: Set this to false if you don't want the text on your chart
SundayCandleExists: Set this to false if your broker does NOT have a Sunday candle on the daily.  If this is set to true, it will look 2 days back on Monday. 
FastTF: Used for the hourly signals. Added because someone wanted to test it on different timeframes and it was also useful for testing.

SlowTF: Used for the daily signals.   Added because someone wanted to test it on different timeframes and it was also useful for testing.



TradeManagement Section
ATR14StopTP: If this is true, it will use the ATR to calculate the TP and SL. It does this by taking yesterday's Daily ATR and dividing it by ATR14StopTPDivisor (defaulted to 5) to get the TP/SL level. If this is on, the values for TakeProfit and StopLoss will be ignored.

TakeProfit: # of pips to set TP at. Ignored if ATR14StopTP is true.

StopLoss: # of pips to set SL if above is true. Ignored if ATR14StopTP is true.

Lots: Fixed # of lots to trade. I may add some MM later but this is fixed for now.

Slippage: slippage allowed on order. Since we're buying/selling at market this should not matter too much.

MaxTradesDaily: Maximum # of trades to enter on a calendar day. Default is 1. This prevents it from re-entering if TP or SL has been hit and the signal is still valid. If SignalAllEmalsOn is true, you will still get emailed in this situation but the trade won't be entered.

ExitOnChange: If this is true, the EA will exit the open trade immediately if the signal is no longer valid.

EntryOnStochExtremes: If false (default), trade will not be entered if Hourly Stoch is overbought or oversold. The oversold / overbought levels are configurable via the next 2 parameters

AddSpreadToStopTP: If this is true, the spread will be added to the TP / SL levels, whether calculated via ATR or using the parameters. 

Indicators section
These should be fairly obvious and are the values used for the different indicators. Someone asked if this uses the Dinaopoli Stoch. It does and you need to have the right version of that indicator installed in order for it to work. It needs to be named "StochasticDiNapoli_v1".
